Dance and Gymnastics- work with outreach coaches from local sports clubs to support teaching
staff with this.

e Raise the profile of PE and extra-curricular activities, including out of school clubs and holiday
activities with parents and children.

e Work alongside school council to promote and achieve healthy school award and status. Provide
parents and children with increased knowledge and education around healthy lifestyles and
healthy eating.

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Rationale

The Primary PE and Sport Premium is government funding provided to schools to make additional and
sustainable improvements to the quality of PE and sport they offer. The government has committed to this
funding until 2023. The Department for Education’s vision for the Primary PE and Sport Premium is for:

“All pupils leaving primary school (to be) physically literate and with the knowledge, skills
and motivation necessary to equip them for a healthy, active lifestyle and lifelong
participation in physical activity and sport.”

At Grace Cook Primary we share this vision and strive to use the funding to create a long lasting sporting

legacy that will continue long after the Primary PE and Sport Premium. With this in mind, we aim to achieve
self-sustaining improvement in the quality of our PE and sport provision.

How much funding will we receive?

For the academic year 2022/23, Grace Cook Primary received £12000 in PE and sport premium.

How do we plan on spending the funding in 2022/23?

At Grace Cook Primary we will use our 2022/23 funding in the following ways:
